The CEMAFI (Center of Studies in Macroeconomics and International Finance), University of Nice Sophia Antipolis and the Faculty of law, Economics and political sciences of Sousse in Tunisia organize the " XIIth Euro-Mediterranean Meeting " May 20th, 21st and 22nd, 2010, on the theme economic and financial Crisis and its consequences on the countries at the South and East of the European Union.





These last two years 2008 and 2009 confirmed the devastating consequences of this crisis, indeed a sequence of crises started: financial crises, economic crisis, social crisis (to which would be added an ecological crisis), well known by the economists. The economic cycle’s theory is so mobilized by a large number of economic analysts in an attempt to plan the future. The different effects of the crisis on developed, emergent and developing economies are being discussed.





In this context of a differentiated evolution of the international financial crisis between North and South, the reflection should done on theoretical and empirical analyses of the real and financial appearances the crises and of its consequences in terms of macroeconomic and microeconomic effects, the bordering countries of the European Union, in the SOUTH (country of the Mediterranean Sea) and in the East (country of the Western and Oriental Balkans). 





Indeed even if the financial system is the main factor of the current crisis, many economists insist on the social consequences of this crisis (relocation and restructuration of companies, massive dismissals etc…) and on the new models to be implemented (place of ecology, logic of decrease…). We would try to introduce a new approach and a revival of the theoretical reflection on the question of sustainable development.
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Themes:





Globalization and crisis: the relocation of the European industry?


Compared effects of the crisis on the economies of the Euro Mediterranean zone (in the South and East neighbourhood of EU).


Economic and financial effects of the Crisis; The transmission channels in the Euro Mediterranean zone (in South and East neighbourhood of EU). 


Economic policy facing the crisis (monetary, budgetary and of exchange).


The vulnerability of the South and East neighbourhood of the EU economies and their resistance (commercial and financial openness and banking and financial system, etc.).


Measures and politics adopted to deal with the crisis (regulation, prudential rules, accounting standards, government involvement, international financial institutions reforms, etc.). 


Performance or miss performance of the public organizations in the implementation and the management of public investments leading growth and externalities.


Consequences of the crisis on employment, in particular on employment of the "young people" (qualified or non qualified), on human resources management at the national economy level as well as at the company and the development of disparities and poverty. 


The impact of the crisis on the "banks-companies" relations, on the solidity or the fragility of the financial systems and the ability of SME and SMI to react, and on the robustness of the "big firms" and\or the Trans-or multinational banks.


Socially sustainable Development "ethical" problems of natural resources management. The social and (societal) responsibility of the companies. The themes of social-societal reporting and the role of knowledge and information transmission on the company’s performance.
